on the building dASR currently occupy at 40 A Holloway Road by the end of 2004. 

Consequently the Regenerator project has a tight programme if dASR is to be re -

housed before losing their present accommodation.  CUL are insistent that the build-

ing could be used by any other humanities department of the university, should they 

chose to re -allocate it.
